THE YEAR OF KINDNESS

Making a difference to someone’s life

Making a difference to someone’s life can be as simple as this: showing kindness. It may be one
of the more underrated character qualities that we possess as humans; but it’s one of the most
precious. As you read this, I’'m sure you’re able to think of examples of kind things that people
can do. Maybe recently you’ve been shown - or been able to show! - one of the so-called
‘Random Acts of Kindness’ in your life. It would be great to see them be a feature of Calrossy in
the year ahead.

It's a bit easier to see what kindness does, than describe what it is. Blogger Andy Lee defines
kindness like this: ‘a way of thinking that leads to doing thoughtful deeds for others’ - without
expecting praise or reward in return. It’s a reminder that behind every kind action, there’s an
attitude - of honour, care, respect and love for the other person - which gives kindness its great
strength. ‘Being kind’ to someone, not expecting anything back, might sound weak or naive; but
kindness definitely isn’t those things! The approach may be gentle, but this quality of character
is like the metal titanium. Titanium feels incredibly light and weak, but it’s actually one of the
strongest metals on earth.

For the perfect model of strength in kindness, we need look no further than Jesus and His
concern for all people, no matter who they were. His respect and care was especially for those
who were ignored or on the outer in society. And, above all, His love was shown in choosing to
go to the Cross, to gain for us the forgiveness we need, that we could never earn for ourselves -
an act of kindness that changed history.

There’s a story of a man walking along a beach covered with starfish: they’d been washed
ashore after a storm. He saw a small boy walking along, occasionally bending down to pick up a
starfish and throw it back into the water.The man said to the boy, ‘There are thousands of
starfish on this beach - you can’t possibly save them all. What difference does it make?’ The boy
simply threw another starfish into the water and said, ‘It made a difference to that one!

The kindness we show to each person at Calrossy this year may not make a lot of difference to
our world; but it will make a world of difference to each person at Calrossy!
